What are we committed to?

What do we refuse to do?

What's the biggest light we silence?

What's the greatest truth we communicate?

The answers to these questions can help you develop how
you work out the vision for your ministry. If you've done this
step by yourself, share your thoughts with your team and
invite them to share their thoughts and ideas. Then, as a
team, try to summarize your answers into two words. That
way, whenever someone asks what you do, you can say
something like...

We validate students.
We grow faith.

We inspire kids.

We reveal hope.

We model Jesus.
